The Reading Journal

Students will develop a one-page personal reaction to each reading assignment; it must

be typed, double-spaced using 11 or 12-point font. In that reaction, students will

include:

e Their perception of the author’s thesis.

e A personal response to the reading’s content, an uncensored, honest reaction.

e The broader implications of the topic.

e At least one question or comment.

Journal assignments will be evaluated using grades of A, B, C, or R.

A = offers insightful and thoughtful connection with the reading; covers the criteria listed
above; demonstrates excellent English usage and grammar.

B = offers good understanding of the reading; covers the criteria listed above;
demonstrates good English usage and grammar

C = offers limited connection with the reading; may not include all four of the criteria;
demonstrates uneven or average English usage and grammar.

R = unacceptable quality; must be revised and resubmitted to earn no more than a C.
