Greystone at Schreiner University Thriving in Its Fourth Year

The Greystone preparatory program recently
began its fourth year at Schreiner University and is
continuing to help students achieve their dreams
of entering a military academy.

Every year hundreds of talented high school men and women
undergo the process of earning an appointment to one of
America’s five military academies—United States Military
Academy, United States Naval Academy, United States Coast
Guard Academy, United States Air Force Academy and United
States Merchant Marine Academy.

To make it, the students need to pass physicals, rank high
academically and earn the nomination of a congressman,
senator or the vice president. Not everyone makes it. Some

of those who want a second chance come to Greystone at
Schreiner University. According to Commander David Bailey,
founder and director, Greystone is unique among schools
that prepare students for admission to one of the military
academies. "Greystone is the only school of this kind in the
country that is totally at the college level,” Bailey said. The
others are high school grade 13.”

Bailey is a retired naval commander and a 1981 graduate of
Annapolis, where he also has taught. And he knows from
experience where his students are coming from. “I didn’t get
into the academy the first time,” he said.

Bailey envisioned the idea of Greystone while teaching at
Annapolis. “Greystone was born on the back of a napkin,” he
said. Once the idea was developed, he researched 122 colleges
around the country before choosing Schreiner.

“We have great relationships,” he said. “The professors are
here to teach and the students are here to learn.”

In addition to preparing for their boards and interviews

with the service academies, Greystone students take 18 credit
hours a semester in economics, American history, English
composition, calculus and chemistry. Last year, the average
GPA at Greystone was 3.66. “If they don’t get an appointment,
they still have 36 hours of college credit,” Bailey said.

Not that lack of appointments has been a major problem.
Bailey said Greystone has a 100 percent success rate in
nominations and a 94 percent success rate in appointments.

Everyone who did not get an appointment went on to some
other officers’ training program, such as the Marine Corps
Platoon Leaders Course.”

Both men and women are eligible for Greystone; on average,
25 percent of each class is female. Bailey works with each of the
students one on one and keeps a tight rein the first semester.
“We talk about their lives and set goals. The first semester, I
micromanage,” he said with a smile. “In the second, I turn it
all over to them.”

In addition to academic achievement, Bailey said he wants
these students to develop “self-confidence, self-esteem and
self-respect.” Greystone students, who are housed on the
ground floor of L.A. Schreiner Residence Hall, take part in
sports and have a representative on the Schreiner Student
Senate. They also volunteer in the community, with 11
students racking up more than 2,300 community service
hours last term, which earned Greystone the Volunteer of the
Year award from the Kerrville Area Chamber of Commerce.

Bailey said his goal is to empower the students to be
responsible, accountable and understand the proper use of
authority. “If I can’t develop in these kids a moral compass,”

he said, “I've failed in my job.”

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Schreiner Offers Survival Skills to Freshman

University 101 is a companion
class to the Freshman Seminar, which also is required.
The seminar is designed to help students succeed through
improving academic skills. University 101 will focus more on
campus community and social issues as students adjust to what
for many is their first year away from home.

“UNIV 101 is focused on those issues that could cause a

new student to get off track, such as financial issues, lack of
motivation, limited knowledge about resources on campus,
indecision regarding a major and/or career goals and
relationships,” said Peg Layton, Schreiner’s vice president

for enrollment and student services and dean of students.
“For most of our freshmen this is the first time they have lived
away from home and have had the freedom to choose their
schedules and priorities.”

“We are utilizing a new assessment tool called StrengthsQuest

to help freshmen identify their natural talents,” Layton
added. “We will then explore how to develop those talents into
strengths they can draw on to improve their time management,

organization, communications and decision-making skills.”

UNIV 101 will cover three broad areas: Survival Skills, Self-
Awareness and Exploration. Topics within those areas include
increasing knowledge of individual strengths, understanding
the meaning of faith in students’ lives, personal health issues
(with an emphasis on alcohol education), financial literacy
and effective exploration of career options and finding a
career path that fits a student’s interests and strengths.

UNIV 101 classes will be taught by a team including Layton;
Cristina Martinez, director of Career Services; Jason Smith,
assistant dean and director of Residence Life and Judicial
Affairs; Gordon Findlay, retention coordinator; the director
of counseling; the Rev. Gini Norris-Lane, campus minister;
and Matt Goodwyn, director of Campus Recreation.

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Second Annual Texas Water
Symposium Begins in September

Schreiner University is again teaming up with Texas
Tech University and Texas Public Radio to present

a series of four lectures and forums about Texas
water issues. This year, they are joined by the Hill Country
Alliance, a citizens group whose goal is to educate the public
about regional growth issues. Topics for the popular symposia
include aquifer, river and bay sustainability, science and
policy of water issues, watershed management and planning,
and the role of conservation and education.

The first symposium in the series will be 7 p.m., Thursday,
Sept. 25, at the Boerne Convention & Community Center.
Sean Garretson, president of the award-winning Pegasus
Planning consultant firm, will speak on the Hill Country
Alliance 2030 study of projected population increases in the
Texas Hill Country, and their impact on water availability
and use. Chad Norris, aquatic biologist with Texas Parks and
Wildlife, will present an update on Gunnar Brune’s seminal
book, “The Springs of Texas,” which served as a springboard

for Norris’ own study of state springs.

The remaining three symposia will be November 13 in San
Antonio, January 29 in Fredericksburg and March 12 at

Schreiner University.

These events are free and open to the public. All the water
forums are taped and aired on Texas Public Radio.

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Team Updates

—Coach Paul Hayes and his team are excited to
begin a new season. Three senior captains—Brad Baker, Nick
Morrison and Jeremy Reinhard—will lead the 2008 squad.
All three have been major contributors for the Mountaineers
during the past three years, both on the pitch and in the
classroom. Morrison has twice been selected as the ASC
Defensive Player of the Year, and he has rewritten the school’s
career and single-season record book for goalkeepers. Baker
and Reinhard will anchor the defense, always a Schreiner
strength. They've enjoyed both highs and lows during their
three-year careers and are determined to finish their careers
on another high note.

—The Schreiner women’s volleyball
program has high expectations for 2008. New coach
Phillip White is looking forward to establishing a successful
program within the American Southwest Conference. The
Mountaineers look to be a force in the conference and have
great optimism with the squad returning most of its 2007
roster. The returnees are led by the intimidating duo of
5'11” middle blocker Tiffany Miller and 6’1” middle blocker
Xandria White, who both earned second team All-ASC
honors last fall. Miller was third in the league in kills and
fourth in hitting percentage and White was sixth in the ASC
in blocks and seventh in kills. Others to watch during this fall
are 5’7" outside hitter Marissa Stearns, 6’3" middle blocker
Caitlin Gayle and 5’3" defensive specialist Brittany Alvillar.
White takes over a program that was 8-10 (11-14 overall)
in 2007, which resulted in a fifth place in the ASC West
Division.

point guard Monica Enriquez. Last season, Enriquez ranked
in the top 10 in the American Southwest Conference in seven
different categories, including first in assists and second in
steals. In her three seasons leading SU, Enriquez has already
tallied 1,171 points, 303 assists, 256 steals and 347 rebounds
and is among the all-time leaders in each category with her
senior campaign still to go. The Mountaineers would love to
have Enriquez end her career with a playoff appearance. The
second sight greeting Coach McKinney is a roster that again
will be very young. The team lost four of its five starters but
should have talented young players who could at least fill the
void created by the departed players and might be able to be
even more productive both on the offensive and defensive
end. Although this will be another freshmen-dominated
team, McKinney is cautiously optimistic that this may be the
breakout year in which the team moves to the next level and
competes for a playoff spot or more.

—The Schreiner women’s soccer program
enters a new era in 2008. New head coach Wayne Hinkley
takes over the program and brings a new energy to the
Mountaineers. Although there are only eight holdovers from
last fall, those who return were impact players in 2007 and
will provide needed experience and solid leadership. Players to
watch during the year are sophomores Natalie White, Kaitlyn
Moore and Dani Gomez, and juniors Kellye Nation and
Kathryn Fondon. Coach Hinkley will stress team unity and
enthusiasm as he builds the program into a contender in the
always-rugged American Southwest Conference. Hinkley’s
first impressions of the preseason workouts is that the team is
making very good progress and he is optimistic that the team
will reach all of the goals they set for themselves and will have a
successful season.

A nominee must have attended Schreiner Institute, College or University, and must have had a
distinguished athletic career while at Schreiner.

A minimum of 10 years must have passed since leaving Schreiner before one can be nominated.

A nominee must exhibit high ethical standards and must be a person of such integrity, stature,
demonstrated ability and renown that students, alumni, faculty and staff of the University will take
pride in—and be inspired by—his or her recognition.

The award shall be conferred on no more than two individuals in any given year, unless there are
special circumstances that warrant additional awards.

All nominations shall remain in consideration for five years.

Athletic Hall of Honor nominees may include athletes, coaches, trainers, other athletic personnel
or individuals who have played a role in supporting Schreiner athletics and are deemed worthy.

This award may be given posthumously.

The honoree, except those being honored posthumously, must be able to attend the
awards dinner.

Distinguished Alumnus Award Selection Guidelines

A nominee must have attended Schreiner Institute, College or University, and if a member of
the class of 1984 or after, must be a graduate or have completed the program in which they
were enrolled.

A minimum of 10 years must have passed since leaving Schreiner before one can be nominated.

A nominee must exhibit high ethical standards and must be a person of such integrity, stature,
demonstrated ability and renown that students, alumni, faculty and staff of the University will take
pride in—and be inspired by—his or her recognition.

A nominee must demonstrate service to the University over a long period of time.
A nominee must demonstrate service to his/her community, state and nation.

A nominee must have a distinguished personal or professional career, leadership in their chosen
profession, business or vocation, and must have received previous recognition from their
contemporaries.

A nominee must demonstrate creativity of an artistic or literary nature, where applicable.
The award shall be conferred on no more than two individuals in any given year.

All nominations shall remain in consideration for three years.

This award may be given posthumously.

The honoree, except those being honored posthumously, must be able to attend the
awards dinner.
